The other District 
event was also about youth and three members of the Club participated in a 
workshop at Godolphin School, Salisbury exploring how Rotary could respond 
to the alarming reports from UNICEF and the Children’s Society about the 
future faced by children in the UK. Look out for initiatives flowing from this in 
the next few months and see what we can do in our local area. 
 
On the purely social level everyone seemed to thoroughly appreciate the well-
organised Ladies Night. Taking the advice from the chorus of the cabaret item 
‘keep it short, Trev’ I must stop. But not before I’ve paid tribute to Bert Hibbert. 
Bert joined the Club not long after me but with bags of previous Rotary 
experience from up north he was always an example to follow, a source of 
encouragement – and a supplier of good humour.
