We have been here in sunny windy West Cork forlg&amonths now. Where has the time gone? We
are thoroughly enjoying retirement here.

We had lunch in an Italian restaurant and then wandered back along the Embankment to the
Houses of Parliament, stopping occasionally to look at the living statues, including one of a
policeman wearing a tutu and a Hitleresque moustache.

The tour of the Houses of Parliament was extremely interesting, not least because we were
fortunate to have a voluble and informative guide called Jane who was convinced that she
recognised Mike Harvey as being a member of one of the houses.

The tour includes both Chambers, the central lobby, St Stephens Hall and Westminster Hall.
A criticism which could perhaps be made is that the tour is too rushed and doesn’t give
sufficient time to look properly at all the works of art, the statues and of course, the building
itself.

Mike, Peter & Rita then left to make their way home, and the remaining 6 of us wandered
through Whitehall, past Downing Street, which is barricaded and protected by armed police
officers these days, and including a brief diversion in to Horse guards Parade. Eventually we
ended up at Covent Garden where John & Kathy left us to do our own thing while they took a
leisurely stroll around the shops before going back to their hotel. We spent some time
watching one particular street entertainer whose act revolved around him juggling while riding
an 8ft high uni-cycle. He was very amusing and particularly good at involving members of the
audience, especially one young girl who did her best to decapitate him when trying to throw
the clubs to him.
